Her search for the roots of a tradition
brought her into contact with Malavika Sarukkai and Bharata
Natyam, who encouraged her to leave for India to study with
Sri Muthuswami Pillai. Her encounter with Francine Lancelot
awakened a passion for baroque dance. In 1987 she started
working with Cie Ris et Danceries as a dancer, pedagogue

and assistant to the choreographer. Between 2002 and 2004
Francine Lancelot placed her in charge of the production of
Bach Suites for the Paris Opera. Since 1993 she has worked for
the Centre de Musique Baroque de Versailles as a pedagogue
and choreographer together with Olivier Schneebeli.

Soon after her graduation from the Academy of Music in Bucarest,
Mira Glodeanu started to be drawn to the early music repertoire
and left for Brussels to study with Sigiswald Kuijken. She has
appeared as a soloist throughout the world, with a number

of distinguished chamber orchestras and baroque ensembles.

She is regularly invited to lead the orchestras of Collegium Vocale
Gent, Agrémens or Al Ayre Espagnol. In 1998 she co-founded,
together with the harpsichordist Fréderick Haas the Ausonia
ensemble with whom she has made a premiere recording of violin
sonatas by Frangois Francoeur. Mira Glodeanu teaches baroque
violin at the Royal Conservatory in Brussels and gives master
classes in France and abroad, most notably in the University

of Salamanca.

0d z4fi 2001 vede Claire Giardelli tfidu barokniho violoncella na Conservatoire
national supérieur de musique v Lyonu a vyucuje také na Conservatoire national
de région v Saint Maur des Fossés. Jeji hudebni zabér neni vSak omezen pouze

na starou hudbu: viz jeji plsobeni v Quatuor Elyséen, s nimZ provadéla a nahravala
hudbu 19. a 20. stoleti.

After graduating first from the Rouen Conservatory and later from the Conservatoire
National Supérieur de Musique in Paris, Claire Giardelli soon became sought after
baroque violoncello player. She performs not only as a regular ensemble player but
also as a soloist with the most renowned ensembles, such as La Grande Ecurie et

La Chambre du Roy (Jean-Claude Malgoire), La Chapelle Royale et L’Orchestre des
Champs-Elysées (Philippe Herreweghe), Les Musiciens du Louvre (Marc Minkowski),
Amsterdam Baroque Orchestra (Gustav Leonhardt, René Jacobs, Ton Koopman),

La Petite Bande (Sigiswald Kuijken) and Hesperion XXI (Jordi Savall). Together with
her sisters Catherine and Mirella, she has formed the Trio Giardelli, which focuses
on trios for piano, violin and violoncello performed on period instruments.

Since September 2001, Claire Giardelli has been a professor of baroque violoncello at
the Conservatoire National Supérieur de Musique in Lyon, and she also teaches at the
Conservatoire National de Région of Saint-Maur-des-Fossés. Her activities are not
exclusively devoted to the baroque violoncello and early music, however. Since 1976
she has been a leading member of the Quatuor Elyséen, which has drawn public atten-
tion through numerous concerts and recordings of 19%- and 20"-century repertoire.

Frangoise Lengellé teaches at the Lyon
Conservatory and since 1991 she has been a guest professor
in the US. She also dedicates her time to the research of the
relationship between baroque music and dance. Her numerous
recordings comprise CDs with solo pieces for the harpsichord
by de Chambonniéres and F. Couperin. Her recording

of Pieces de clavecin en concert by J.-Ph. Rameau with

C. Banchini and M. Miiller was awarded the Diapason d’or.
